ANALYSIS '"Amos' means "burden-bearer”, A fearless man living
at Tekoa on the edge of the desert working as a
shepherd. Uzziah was Xing of Judah and Jeroboam
son of Joash king of Israel.

APFLICATION Amos says two years before the earthquake he
received "SAW" Spiritual insight of Gods Gospel
for the nations.

Amos 1:2 And he said, The LORD will roar from Ziom,
and utter his voice from Jerusalem: and the
habitations of the shepherds shall mourn,
and the top of Carmel shall wither.

As crowds gathered for a religious festival, tranquility
was disturbed by the roaring Lion of Judgment. W¥hen the
Shepherd hears the roar he knows the lion {s leaping upon
& helpless lamb.

Amos says, boasting civilizations face imminent diaster
and will wilt on the wvine.

Amos 1:3-5 Thus saith the LORD:; For three transgressions
of Damascus, and for four, [ will not tumrm
away the punishment thereof: because they have
threshed Cilead with threshing instrumeants of
iron:

But T will send a fire into the house of Hazgel,
which shall devour the palaces of Benhadad.

I will break also the bar of Damascus, and cut
off the inhabitant from the plain of Aven, and
him that holdeth the sceptre from the house of
Fden: and the people of Syria shall go into
captivity unto Kir, saith the LORD,

The idea of three or four tells of multiplied evil deeds.
Revolt against moral law had displaced godliness with the
noise of unrighteousness., Atrocities had replaced decency.

Amos ssys rebellious acts are agsinst God and Judgment will
"not be turmed' or detoured from the transgressions.

2. Amos 1:6-8 Thus saith the LOED; For three transgressions
of Gazia, and for four, I will not turn away
the punishment thereof; because they carried
away captive the whole captivity, to deliver
them up to Edom:

But T will send a fire on the wall of Gaza,
which shall deavour the palaces thereof:

And I will cut off the inhabitant from Ashdod,
and him that holdeth the sceptre from Ashkelon,
and I will turn mine hand against Ekron: and
the remmant of the Philistines shall perish,
saith the Lorxd GOD.

3. Captives of war were disposed of for commercial gain., Selling
2 whole town into slavery was not unusual. Slave-trading
markets were to be found throughout the ancient world., Human
1ife was cheap.

4, Amos says the slave trading nations must become slaves of Cod
or lose their identity.

But I will send a fire upon Teman, which shall
devour the palaces of Bozrah,

Edom nursed her hatred for Israel. The Seripture traces the
rivalry back to Jacob and Esan, Esan hunted or pursued his
brother. lifs object was to persecute, harass, and seek revenge.

Amos says we need to remember the covenant of Brethrenm.

And their king shall go into captivity, he and
his princes together, saith the LORD,

in their greed. Pregnant women were ripped apart by their
soldiers as they invaded Gilead.

Profane means to "untie”. The young men and oid men took their
wine bottle and went in unto the Temple prostitute. The purpose
of chuech attendance was evil. Holy things of God were made common!

Amos says, religious exercise should be a2 purifying experience.

Amos 2:9-12 Yet destroyed I the Amorite before them, whose
height was like the height of the cedars, and he
was strong as the oaks: yvet 1 destroyved his fruit
from above, and his roots from bensath.

Also I brought vou up from the land of Egypt, and
led you forty years through the wilderness, to
possess the land of the Amorite.

And 1 raised up of your sons for prophets, and of
vour young men for Nazarites. 1I& it not even thus,
0 ye children of Israel? saith the LORD.

But ye gave the Nazarites wine to drink; and
commanded the prophets, saying, Prophesy not.

God had uprooted the inhabitants of Canaan. Delivered Israel from
bondage in Egypt.
